1. Purpose

This Policy emphasises the competitive nature of local, national & international competition and to promote this competition as the pinnacle of the sport in our Club. To select teams at this level 
we must select the best available paddlers and place them into individual categories so as to represent Adelaide Sea Dragons to the best of the Club’s ability.

Attendance recording


Recording of attendance  at training for local competition will commence from 1 July and will be 
updated between race meetings.  Records of attendance at training for national and international 
events will be collated for a period of 6 months prior to the event.

Selection Criteria 
Participants will be selected using the following criteria and weighting:

Regional (Country) Criteria
Due to the large distances involved for a country based member, it is recognised that time and costs build in their own encumbrances, therefore, regional eligibility consists of the following;

Team entries

· Will be decided by the Club’s Committee in consultation with Coaches, and will be based 
on the number of available paddlers and the Club’s ability to field a suitably competitive 
team in any given event.

Team selection 
· 
Each participant will be judged against the above criteria and there will be no age discrimination.
· The number of races for each participant cannot be guaranteed as every endeavour will be made to put the most competitive team on the water, based on available numbers.
· Teams will be selected by the Club’s Selection Sub-Committee that can include (not 


limited to) the Coaches and Club Captains and should voting be necessary, it will 
be


conducted democratically.
· Teams will be ratified by the Committee
· The Committee will reserve the right to include/exclude paddler/s as they deem 



necessary and will openly discuss the selection with paddler/s if required.
